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Dear COMMITTED Supporters, 

As a result of your continued support, significant number of children and their families in Nepal are receiving care in some form 

and they thank you for your generosity.  Since inception we aspired to serve the disadvantaged rural population of Nepal.  In  

2009, we succeeded in reaching out to communities in Sindhupalchowk, Dhading, and Dandeldhura Districts.  Along with the rura l 

needy schools, we continued to help Kanya Mandir School in its rehabilitation efforts. During the first half of 2009 we built  a 

drinking water supply system, renovated old toilets and built new toilets to improve sanitation condition for girls: a critic al com-

ponent for adolescent girls. These improvements have created a better education environment for the children. The schoolõs science lab and li-

brary were also renovated. These projects have improved their learning environment, resulting in a big boost to their learnin g morale.  

 During the second half of 2009, we started out with helping a family in Dhading District, whose sole bread earner died while operating a 

ropeway. With support from the United Parcel Service (UPS), we helped provide basic goods for Children at the Mother Theresa Orphanage in 

Kathmandu. Around the same period, as a project under our campaign to establish education as a basic right for all children ( Sikchya Mero Adhi-

karñ SMA)  we initiated a project to help Sri Raithane Secondary School in Sindhupalchowk District to renovate existing faciliti es and provide 

basic critical infrastructure. Similarly, in collaboration with Open Learning Exchange (OLE), Nepal, we initiated a project t o provide basic infra-

structure and renovate classrooms for Sri Samaijee Prathmik Vidyalaya in Dandeldhura District. OLE is currently partnering wi th the World Health 

Organization (WHO) and the Ministry of Education to provide Information Communication Technology (ICT) based education for Ne pali public 

schools. In 2009 we also conceptualized the Green Dream Initiative to reduce environmental impact in urban and semi -urban areas of Nepal. 

 On behalf of COMMITTEDõs program beneficiaries, staff and Board Members, I thank you for your continued support towards the 

education campaign and urge you to foster our partnership for the Green Dream Initiative as well. Your comments, advice, and help is much sought 

to take a comprehensive approach to build pocket parks, increase green cover, and assist in reducing poverty with programs re lat ed to municipal 

solid waste management in Kathmandu Valley. To resolve global environmental problems programs that are managed and sustained at the grassroot 

level, such as the Green Dream, is a must.
